The work that we do to create the professional-quality productions you’ve come to expect from The Lovett School often involves tools and equipment, which if used improperly, can pose risks.

All students are taught the proper use of tools.  Proper use includes all safety precautions.  No student is asked to use a tool on which they have not received complete training.  No student is ever expected to do anything that makes him/her feel personally uncomfortable or unsafe.

Be aware that your child may use advanced tools such as:

____Power drill/screwdriver


____Band-saw


____Chop-saw


____Table saw *


____Power saws


____Utility knives


____Electrical equipment (wire strippers, etc.)
