Attendance
Attendance is required and expected.  If you must miss a class for an excused absence, it is your responsibility to discuss with us what you missed and to makeup the work.  In addition if you are tardy to class more then three (3) times your final average will be deducted 5%

Projects
Projects will be detailed throughout the class.  You will be expected to complete them during your own time or in some cases during an after school time during the week. Those listed above are examples and subject to change, depending on the needs of the class.

Theater Lab – Practical Experience 
You are required to complete 15 hours of work outside of class.  

This can include: 
· After school and weekend work calls, as determined by the needs of the space and productions (these will be announced in class)
· Crew work on the US Play
OR  for those who’s extra curricular schedule does not permit crew work during the scheduled calls

· Special project in an area of interest within Tech Theatre to be presented in class.

You will schedule the special topics presentation for completion during a normally scheduled class during the semester.  This topic will need to be based on any of the numerous disciplines involved in Technical Theatre (Set construction, theatre history, costume history, etc…).  

The presentation should be approximately 45 minutes long and include a power point type component, a lesson and any materials you feel will help the others in the class to understand what is being discussed.  You will need to hand in a small binder with supporting materials (i.e. research examples, articles or drawings) to hand in to Mrs. McCluskey, Mrs. Anderson, and Mr. Patterson.  In addition you will need to develop a 10-question quiz for the class.
